	Vermin infestation leading to Weils disease
	· No food to be stored in the boat bay (personal or club food)

· Towels and fabrics to be stored off the ground to prevent vermin using them for nesting materials

	Collisions in joint usage areas
	Accidents and collisions with other users of the concrete apron/launch area
	· Warn club members to be vigilant of pedestrians, cyclists, other boaters when crossing the apron

· Encourage two person lift when carrying boats to ensure good visibility when crossing the apron

	Weils disease
	Infection with Weils disease
	· Train paddlers to be aware of the risk of contracting Weils disease, especially after touching the pontoons

· Train paddlers to recognise the signs of Weils disease

· Train paddlers to wash hands after paddling and especially before consuming food.
