Risk Rating = Likelihood of Occurrence  x  Severity of a Hazard 

Likelihood  could be measured on a 5 point scale

1 Improbable:-   So unlikely that probability is close to zero

2 Remote:-         Unlikely, although conceivable

3 Possible:-        Could occur sometime

4 Probable:-       Not surprised, will occur several times

5 Likely:-            Occurs repeatedly  / event only to be expected

Severity could be measured on a 4 point scale:

1 No Injury

2 Minor Injury  /  Minor nature

· Made need some first aid assistance – not life threatening but of a Such as nose  bleeds, minor bruises to the body, twisted or sprained joints, etc.

3 Major Injury / amputation, 

· Any fracture other than to the fingers, thumbs or toes. Any dislocation of  the shoulder, hip, knee or spine. Loss of sight. Any injury leading to hypothermia, unconsciousness requiring resuscitation or requiring admission to hospital. 

4 Fatal

Multiplying  Likelihood x Severity gives a number between 1 and 20. 

The person completing the Risk Assessment then has a relative scale of risks on which to base any protective or preventative measures to reduce the overall risk to as close to 1 as possible
